2 Background

2.1 The Creative Communities Assessment Committee has received seven Creative Communities
Funding Scheme applications, totalling $44,270.00 for consideration.  These applications cover
a wide range of proposed community art projects in and around the Manawatu District.

3 Discussion and Options considered

3.1 The following is a summary of the nine applications received.

 Application 1 Kimbolton Arts and Sculpture Trust – Kimbolton Sculpture Festival
2019 – A New Zealand wide rural sculpture competition culminating in
an annual festival celebrating the creativity of rural people with the
underlying benefits to rural mental health and wellbeing through the
process of creating art.

 Application 2 Joe McMenamin and Feilding & District Promotion – Feilding Mural
Crew – Teaching and mentoring approximately five students aged 14-
18 years to given them the skills to make beautiful mural art.  The
purpose of forming this crew is to invest time, energy and skills in a
small group of young people who will be able to use what they have
learnt to pursue their interest in art.  The second purpose is to create
some creative, high quality murals for Feilding.

 Application 3 Manawatū Access Radio Charitable Trust – Sounds of Summer – a
series of concerts aiming to celebrate local musical and visual art in
rural communities.

 Application 4 Urban Movement Dance Creative – Urban Movement Dance Creative
2019 Extravaganza – A show of varying dance and music styles.

 Application 5 Feilding and District Art Society Incorporated – Resident Artists – two
resident artists located in Feilding Art Centre.

 Application 6 Feilding and Districts Art Society Incorporated – Youth Murals – mural
in Feilding painted by young artists.



 Application 7 The Manawatū Historic Vehicle Collection Trust – The Coach House
Museum Eastern Wall External Mural – currently there is a blank wall
on the eastern side of the Museum, the project is to create a vibrant
mural measuring 90 metres long by4 metres high showcasing content
in the Museum.  Creating a visual spectacle for visitors to the Museum
and an iconic mural for Feilding.

3.2 Those applicants wishing to speak in support of their application have been invited to attend
the meeting on 19 September 2018.

4 Operational Implications

4.1 There are no capital/operating expenditure implications or maintenance costs associated with
this paper.

5 Financial implications

5.1 Creative Communities New Zealand provides annual funding to Council to distribute on their
behalf.  There is no impact on Council’s finances.  The amount of funding available for
allocation for Round 1 is $14,000.00.

6 Statutory Requirements

6.1 There are no statutory requirements in relation to this matter.  However, the Manawatu
District Council is an agent for Creative Communities New Zealand and is required to distribute
funding in accordance with Creative Communities New Zealand guidelines.

7 Delegations

7.1 The Creative Communities Assessment Committee has full delegated authority to make
allocations in accordance with Creative Communities New Zealand Funding Guidelines.

8 Consultation

8.1 An advertisement was placed in the Feilding Herald on 9 August calling for applications for
Round 1 of the 2018/19 Creative Communities Scheme Funding.  Applications were also invited
through Facebook with information also being provided on Council’s website.  Applications
opened on 1 August and closed on 31 August 2018.

9 Cultural Considerations

9.1 There are no cultural considerations to be taken into account in relation to this matter.

10 Conclusion

10.1 To maintain the integrity of the assessment process, Creative Communities New Zealand
requires that the assessment committee follow the three key guidelines in relation to each of
the seven applications received:

To celebrate the creativity of the rural community, strengthen local communities
and connect urban and rural communities with an annual Rural Sculpture festival

event’
Kimbolton’s Rural Sculpture Festival is a colourful and vibrant celebration of the land. With artistic
sculptures, fine art, boutique stalls, fabulous foods, stylish vintage vehicles, live music and amazing
entertainment, the Festival is a fantastic experience for friends and family to enjoy.

It’s about invoking the spirit of the land in people who choose to live and work the land to create
outstanding farm sculptures from bits and pieces of scrap metal, pieces of farm machinery and other
material lying around in their workshops and farms creating works of art from the landscape they work in.

It’s a chance for those who are feeling the effects of volatile product prices, climatic events, a widening
gulf between urban and rural understanding and increased compliance issues, to focus on the creativity
that abounds in people of the land, creating art which becomes an expression of the resilience, heart, soul
and humour of the land.

It provides an opportunity for them, along with artists who derive an income from their artwork, to enter
the non-acquisitioned New Zealand Rural Sculpture Awards competition, with a total prize pool of $15,000,
followed by the public display of their art and an opportunity to sell their artwork.

For farmers and rural residents, many who never considered themselves artists, it is a chance to “have a
go”, a chance for them to demonstrate the feeling of pride and caring for the land, that we all know is
fundamental to the rural way of life. It is unique, it is the ‘Wairua Whenua’, the ‘Spirit of the Land’, that
calls us home again and again.

The festival brings these sculptures together, along with a programme that will entertain, encourage
participation and inform the public, in an annual event held at Kimbolton.

Following on from the festival will be the creation of a Kimbolton Rural Sculpture Trail displaying a selection
of winning art pieces, which will establish Kimbolton as the centre of rural sculpture within New Zealand,
delivering a unique rural experience and attracting visitors from outside the region and overseas to view
the art.

The festival also brings the rural communities of Kimbolton, Apiti, Waituna West, Rangiwahia, Kiwitea and
Cheltenham together in a unique rural celebration of art and the land with artistic sculptures, fine art,
boutique stalls, fabulous foods, stylish vintage vehicles, live music and amazing entertainment.

2. The process/Te whakatutuki: How will the project happen?
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The Trust will be holding the second Kimbolton Sculpture Festival on 6th April 2019. Entries into the New
Zealand Sculpture Awards will be taken from October until April via an online website registration
process. While entrants from rural communities are being targeted the festival centrepiece the ‘New
Zealand Rural Sculpture Supreme Award’ is open to any artist who fulfils the award criteria.

Sculptures will be judged on Friday 5th April.

Timeline for the festival is as follows

 October 13th. Launch of the Kimbolton Sculpture Festival 2019 at Feilding’s Rural Day

 October – April. Awards information packs available. Registration of entries for the awards open.

 October – April. Promotion via rural print media, audio media, website and social media.

 October – April. Regular media articles featuring sculptors at work and their creations are planned
to be created and released via rural newspapers, website and to encourage a ‘have a go’ attitude
for budding entrants.

 October- April. Engage with potential local/outside stallholders, food providers, exhibitors,
industry good organisers etc. Registration of stallholder’s open.

 October – April. Engage local and headline act music providers.

 March 8th-10th Rural games display

The trust members recognise the mental health and wellbeing benefits of creating art for
individuals and by celebrating and recognising sculptures with an annual festival raising the community
wellbeing.

Rural people throughout New Zealand will be targeted to “have a go” with articles in rural publications
and social media featuring existing rural sculptors and sculptors who entered the 2018 festival to
encourage participation.

1. The idea/Te kaupapa: What do you want to do?

To create a 'mural crew' of 5-6 young people (aged 14 -18) who will be scaffolded through learning skills 
in art and mural art. 

The end product will be the development of three murals that enhance and beautify the Feilding township 
that include the perspective of young people

For those who have worked with students painting a mural, you will know that there is an important 
balance to be had between the final outcome (which has to be high quality) and the participation of the 
students. As a high school art teacher Joe is able to get the balance of these things right.

We propose a working plan with a group of students for 12 months, with the outcome of producing three 
murals over that time. 6 workshops would be run with the students to teach them skills and techniques 
in design and producing murals. The artist would also meet with and plan the mural projects with the 
students:

1. The first mural would be designed by Joe McMenamin and the crew would help paint it. 
This mural would be painted on plywood and installed on the end and side of the FDP 
building. (see attached design).

2. The second mural would be designed in conjunction with the crew and painted together.

3. The third mural would be designed and painted by the students, with Joe overseeing the 
process and making sure it is done to a high standard. (The location ofthe second and 
third murals are yet to be confirmed (suggestions welcome)).

Extra 

workshops can be considered if other artists in the community would like to share their 

knowledge/experience.

Workshops and painting will take place at Joe's Studio: 2/25 Manchester Square, Feilding and onsite 

where the Murals will be located. Workshops will run simultaneously as murals are designed, painted

The crew and I completed 5 murals, including one that was 180m long and 

took us a month. For those students in the crew it was a chance to learn the design and painting 

techniques of making murals and apply those skills as a group, with me as the mentor and lead artist. 

Several of those students have continued to pursue art, and one has completed an independent mural 
for the Hutt City Council (a chorus power box).
